Participants

Our sport and National Governing Body recognises the sense of ownership felt by those who participate at all levels of the game.  This includes those who play, those who coach, those who officiate, as well as administrators and supporters.  Our sport is committed to appropriate consultation.

Young People

Our sports programme acknowledges the extent of its influence over young people and pledges to set a positive example.

Trust and Respect

Sport will uphold a relationship of trust and respect between all involved in the game, whether they are individuals, clubs or other organisations.

Violence

Our sporting activity and National Governing Body rejects the use of violence of any nature by anyone involved in the game.

Fairness
